	Course Description 

	
Political debate and related argumentation in regard to the issues of cultural diversity (ethnicity, race , religion, language and other aspects of the identity )  deconstruct  the idea of ​​the nation as the only possible political formation. Namely,  the very fact of todays multiculturalism - as referent social reality defines the political community not necessarily in strict national terms.  In this line , the course challenges integrative national  frames  with the multicultural accommodative  concepts and regimes, as  political thought, as well as political practice (best case examples). Also it connotes   legalo-normativistic and symbolic regimes of such non-strictly national understandings of todays political formations. Particularly  interesting for this course are the countries developed as liberal democracies (essp/with in the EU).

The course combines theoretical debate in reference to the  principle of cultural pluralism, nationalism, minority identities but also analyses specific cases of local histories/ narratives/ practices and political conflicts. In an  effort to identify common problems , as well as rules of expression  and  the representation of cultural diversity in postmodern states , there  are  discussion on  issues such as liberalism and its interaction with the notion of “differences” ; the debate liberalism 1 and liberalism 2; n the role of the difference In the postmodern era, as well as  stimulus of  cultural identities and their role in todays politics; the relation btw  ethnicity and citizenship; issues of refugees, migrants and cultural identity in the global economy. Special focus will be placed on identifying and analyzing EU in realtion of the multicultural accommodative practices.



VI. Teaching methodology 

	Teaching methodology

	       The Course material will be lectured using the current methods for systematic an integral study of the theoretical aspects of the specialized area. The course topics will be analyzed in-dept, critically and in a comparative manner. 

       The students will work in groups and individually. They will be engaged in analyzing the relevant EU policies and in formulating legal arguments and opinions that will be further argued and analyzed in order to build their critical and competent attitudes.

       This Seminar requires substantial weekly reading and places significant emphasis on preparation, class participation and discussion. Attendance and active participation are essential components of this course.
