IV. Description of the subject program, and key words (terms)
	Description of the subject program

	Subject of study of this scientific discipline are the elections, the electoral system and the party system. Along with that, the central issue in the first part of the scientific discipline will be the progressive dimension of the elections and the electoral system. Students at the department of Political Studies should become familiar with the relation between elections and democracy, that is to get to know that there is no more significant discussion on democracy that in certain sense does not affect the electoral issue as well. In this sense there will be studied the electoral concepts in the model of evolutionary democracy; the elections in the model of competitive elitism; the elections and the pluralistic theories about democracy and the elections and the postmodernism as a projection of a potential model of democracy.

The second part aims at the study of positivistic analysis of the electoral systems, that is at their constructive elements: division of the electoral districts; rules of the electoral competition; ballot procedure and the methods of conversion of the electorate votes into parliamentarian mandates. A special attention will be paid on the study of the crucial types of the electoral systems; the multiple and the proportional elections; as well as the classification of the empiric electoral systems. 

Especially significant issues about this scientific discipline are the political consequences of the electoral systems, which are connected to historic, socially-cultural, institutional and political causes, and have a particular influence on the structure of the party system, on the type of the executive power, as well as on the relationship between the executive and the legislative power. This part presents the distinctive views and attitudes of certain theoreticians and researchers about the relation between the electoral and the party system. 

Besides the comparative presentation of the elections and the electoral models in several democratic European countries, subject of study of this scientific discipline will also be the so far held parliamentarian, presidential and local elections in R.M., as well as the viewpoint of the Constitution of the Republic of Macedonia from 1991 towards the electoral system and the political pluralism.

· To judge the effects of the electoral system on the party system and vice versa;

· To analyze the separate elements of the electoral system and their consequences in the functioning of the legislature and the executive powers;

· To make creative suggestions about improvement of the electoral system, especially in the countries of transition; and

·  To realize the challenges and the necessity for democratization of the relations within the political parties in order to have democratic elections.
