IV. Description of the subject program, and key words (terms)
	Description of the subject program

	This is an introductory course in regard to the main areas of anthropology,  its various schools , but specifically it arranges  the research in reference to the nature of  the power, as well as its organization  and dynamism. Authority and culture, as well as, their direct relation with politics are also focus  of  political anthropology.  Political anthropology , namely, is in relation to anthropological understanding  politics by analyzing various practices, rituals, symbols, social networks, organization of  human life in  communities (pre-modern, modern, contemporary political formations) and in  different cultures.
Additionally, it studies the sources of contemporary politics and it considers  “Western” and  “non-Western”  discursive recourses . The question of the establishment and the survival of the state, and its a genesis is in focus, too. Consequently  the focus is on  nationalism, colonialism and capitalistic industrialization and their deconstruction. The Identity as a independent  variable of  politics, also is in reference, especially in regard to sociaetal dynamics of the 21C, when culture and religion are taught separately in relation to the political, additionally to the economic determinants of politics.  Special interest is directed towards the mechanisms / practices by which states  establishes  control over its citizens and the dynamics of power.
