IV. Description of the subject program, and key words (terms)
	Description of the subject program

	The course Contemporary Macedonian History is focused on the study of the 130 years’ struggle of the Macedonian people for establishment of its own state in the Balkans from the establishment of the Internal Macedonian Liberation Organization (IMRO) in 1893 to the establishment of the independent Republic of Macedonia in 1991 and its challenges.  

Contemporary Macedonian History will be studies within a general historical context in the Balkans i.e. through analysis of the neighboring states’ policies regarding Macedonia, the position of Macedonia in the countries in which she was part of in the 20th century as well as the role and impact of other national liberation movements of other Balkan people.    

The course will pay special attention to the following topic: the establishment and development of the Macedonian Revolutionary Organization; the Ilinden Uprising; Balkan Wars and the Treaty of Bucharest; World War I, Versailles and the Macedonian question; the period between the two world wars, the resistance and the emergence of the Macedonian partisan movement; Participatio in the antifascist liberation war; ASNOM and the establishment of Macedonian state. Political developments in Macedonia within the Yugoslav federation. The creation of independent and sovereign Macedonia, from 1990 to 2008.
