IV. Description of the subject program, and key words (terms)
	Description of the subject program

	The subject examines the sociological aspects of the political life beginning with the still most dominant three discourses in the field: Marxism, elitism and democratic pluralism. In addition to these theories, the concepts of postmodernism and the fragmentation of the global society and its consequences on the democratic political life, will be acquired.

During the lectures, the different concepts about power and the relationship between the political and societal (the distinction private-public, the relation political community - national community - imagined community etc.) will be addressed. Also, a lot of focus is going to be placed on the changes of the political community known as the nation-state a propos  modernity and postmodernity, and on the contextualization of civil rights and liberties, i.e. universalism – but precisely in relation with the ethnos, sex, gender and sexuality which resulted in post-national and multicultural citizenship. 
The final lectures will include the sociological analyzes of the ethnopolitics, i.e. the integration or accommodation debate.

V. Goals and outcomes

	Goals and outcomes to be achieved

	The students should get familiar with the basic concepts of political sociology and also learn about all other aspects closely related to it. More specifically, the goal is for the students to understand the informal determinants in politics, i.e. to gain knowledge about the actual political life and political processes. They should be able to understand that politics is a subsystem of the society, and as such is in intensive correlation with other social subsystems like economy, culture etc. Therefore, the goal is for students to gain knowledge and be able to analyze the political phenomena not just from the perspective of political authorities and institutions, but from a comprehensive sociological standpoint .


VI. Teaching methodology

	Teaching methodology

	The subject of the course will be taught by using two general approaches: ex-cathedra and interactive lectures. Additional means, like Power Point presentations, debates and discussions will be used. Modern methods for systematic and integral learning of the material will be used, in addition to the thorough and critically-comparative analyses of the material that students are going to do with the interactive help from their mentors. To this end, individual and group work will be applied.
