The subject program aims to enable students to acquire in-depth knowledge of human rights and specific skills to apply
this knowledge in practice.
The subject program will deal with the theoretical aspects of human rights and then focus on their practical application.
By acquiring the knowledge of this subject program, students will be able to:

- to understand the concept of human rights;

- understand the division of human rights into personal, political and cultural, economic, and social rights;

- to acquire knowledge about the content of specific human rights;

- in specific situations, to know which human right is in question, whether its limitation is allowed or whether it

is a violation of human rights;

- to be able to apply the acquired knowledge to specific situations of enjoyment or violation of human rights;
to know how to analyze the situation with human rights in the Republic of North Macedonia.

11. | CoapsxuHa Ha peiMeTHATA Nporpama:

The subject studies the theoretical and practical aspects of human rights. It explores the concept of human rights,
theories of human rights, classifications of human rights, and the legal framework for specific human rights in the
Republic of North Macedonia. Particular emphasis is given to the right to life, the right to freedom, the prohibition of
torture, inhuman and degrading treatment or punishment, the right to a fair trial, the right to legal certainty, the right to
privacy, the right to freedom of thought and expression, the freedom of religion, the freedom of association, the
freedom of public assembly, the right to vote, the right to property, the freedom to work, the right to education, etc. In
addition, the mechanisms for protecting human rights are also studied within this course.
