In order to comprehend the complex political processes, it is necessary for the political science students to know how the
economy works and to understand the political economy approach to analysis of difficult societal problems, such as
unemployment, poverty, unbalanced economic development etc. This scientific discipline explores the economic dimension
of the processes in the societies, with special emphasis on public choice theory and the decisions making mechanisms.

By investigating the microeconomic topics, the students will familiarize with the model how the societies solve the
fundamental economic problems, the functioning of the markets for goods and services and the role of the prices, the markets
for factors of production and the (re)distribution issues, the market structures and the forms of government intervention and
regulation in the fields of market failures.

Economic concepts and categories at national level, government policies towards economic stabilization or acceleration of
economic growth and the benefits from the international trade are some of the subject of interest in the second part of the
course. More specifically, due attention is devoted to the analytical concepts of measuring the economic activity, the
macroeconomic goals and instruments, the unemployment and inflation, the money and banks, the monetary and fiscal
policy, the economic cycles,

the importance of economic growth and policies towards its acceleration.
