This course is designed to introduce students to the nature, language, methods and techniques used by social
scientists in the preparation of research. The research question that the course will address is: "What the instruments
for preparation are in the social sciences research?" The course will stress both theory and application. We will
examine not only how data is gathered by scientists to explain human behavior but also each step of the preparation
of the research process. Initially a significant portion of our time will be dedicated to examining epistemological
issues, theory and hypothesis building, the nature of causation and defining the concepts used in the discipline. You
will be also exposed to sampling as the essential part of each survey. The course covers the following topics:
Scientific study of politics, methods and techniques, theory and hypothesis building, sampling, research design.
