To realize the contemporary challenges of constitutionalism;
To critically analyze and evaluate the existence of constitutionalism in North Macedonia.
11. | Conp:xuHa Ha peAMeTHATA Nporpama:
The subject studies the concept and elements of constitutionalism, the relationship between constitutionalism and
democracy, the relationship between constitutionalism and constitutions, as well as the historical beginnings of the
idea of constitutionalism.
Understanding constitutionalism as an idea, ideology, and practice of limited and controlled power, the principles of
the internal and external limitation of power are studied within this course.
As an internal principle through which power is limited, particular emphasis is placed on the study of the division of
power, indicating the position and competencies of the bodies of the legislative, executive, and judicial authorities
and their mutual relations.
As the outer limits of the government, a particular emphasis is placed on the study of human rights, their content,
meaning, and the mechanisms for their realization.
This course will enable students to understand the concept of constitutionalism, which is particularly important in
modern states that are trying to establish a system of limited government and a system that will protect human rights.
