Ienu Ha npeaMeTHaTa nporpama (KOMIETSHIIHN ):

The purpose of studying this subject program is for the student to acquire basic knowledge in the scientific areas of
international public law and international private law. With this program, students will acquire skills with which they will
be able to detect problems from both scientific fields and solve them correctly. Through this subject program, future political
science graduates will acquire appropriate knowledge that is complementary to the activities they are expected to perform in
the course of their working career. In addition to the relevant skills in the field of political science, diplomacy and
international relations, the subject international law program will enable students of political studies to better understand the
relations between states through framing in the legal norms of international public law, but also the need for coordination
between states in relation to national legal systems. At the same time, through the study of the matter of citizenship,
knowledge will be gained about this basic legal institute, but also about the international instruments that regulate the clash
of citizenships and the legal position of the stateless. Also, the subject program will enable the students to be adequately
trained for independent activities for selected chapters of international private procedural law and adequate understanding o f
the basic institutions of the legal position of foreigners. It is through the international law subject program that students will
understand the importance of appropriate negotiation of international agreements that regulate significant areas of the legal
status of foreigners, which is directly related to issues of reciprocity.

ConprknHa Ha MpeMeTHaTa Iporpama:

Students will study the international law subject program through the prism of the basic
institutes of international public law and international private law. It is a specific
subject program, which integrates the basics of the two separate scientific disciplines
(international public law and international private law). The content of the subject
program is made up of carefully selected sections that are properly adapted to the study
profile. International public law and international private law will be equally
represented with 6 (six) weeks of teaching each, and when forming the final grade, both
parts will be equally valued. Thus, international public law will be analyzed in its
dynamic dimension, and not only as a basic set of norms that regulate relations between
states and other subjects. This presupposes an understanding of the complex political and
other processes that lead to the creation of legal norms and a value-oriented approach in
the analysis of effective international norms. In relation to private international law,
the approach will be through a study of the basic institutions on which the broader view
of this subject is based. The content will consist of part of the basic institutes of
international private law, which are of particular importance for the profile of
political studies. Special emphasis will be placed on the very emergence of international
private law, its sources and principles, citizenship, the legal position of foreigners,
the foundations of the regulation of private legal relations with a foreign element, the
foundations of international judicial jurisdiction and judicial cooperation.
