Objectives of the subject program (competencies): The subject is designed in a way that combines theoretical knowledge
and practical considerations related to multiculturalism and interculturalism. Special emphasis is placed on cultural
identities in politics, their political accommodation and the responsiveness of systems to deal with cultural diversity and
the fact of social multiculturalism in a liberal democratic way. From this approach, the expectation is: - that the students
acquire knowledge of the scientific theoretical explanation of the basic terms and instruments for the protection of cultural
identity, the instruments and policies of multiculturalism in societies, as well as their basis in political philosophy;

Content of the subject program: The political debates and arguments that arise regarding the issues of ethnicity, race and
cultural difference coincided with the idea of the nation as the only possible political formation. Namely, the fact of
multiculturalism today defines the political community not necessarily as a national one. This subject challenges the
national frameworks of these current debates about multiculturalism as a fact of today, but also as a political thought, and
even as established best practices for accommodating differences within a political, legal, and even symbolic system.

The course combines theoretical discussions on the principle of cultural pluralism, nationalism, minority identities with the
analysis of specific cases of local histories and political conflicts. In an effort to identify common problems and rules in
the expression/representation of cultural differences in contemporary circumstances, issues such as: liberalism and
differences in the postmodern world, cultural identity and its role today, ethnicity and citizenship, issues with refugees,
migrants, will be discussed. and of course interculturalism as a serious extension of multicultural accommodation
