IPEAMETOT
10. | Ilenwm Ha mpenMeTHaTa nporpaMa (KOMIIETSHIIUH ):
Students should will gain knowledge about the basic concepts of the political sociology and understand all the aspects
around which it revolves. A particularly important goal is for students to see the informal determinants of politics, i.e. to
acquire knowledge about the real political life, space and process, i.e. to understand that politics is a subsystem of society,
and as such is in a mutually intensive relationship with its other subsystems - economic, cultural, etc. Hence, the
consequent goal is for students to acquire knowledge suitable for the analysis of the political phenomenon from a
comprehensive sociological perspective, and not only from the perspective of visible political authorities and institutions.
11. | CoppxuHa Ha IpeMeTHATa IIporpama:
The subject deals with the sociological aspects of the political life, starting with the analysis of political phenomena from
the perspective of the three most dominant discourses in the area: Marxism, elitism and democratic pluralism, of course
including this whole with the important aspect of postmodernism and the fragmentation of global society. which has its
significant consequences on democratic political life. Within the framework of the subject program, the different
discourses about power will be analyzed, and the relationship between the political and the public will be elaborated in
detail (the private-public division, as well as the meaning of the relationship political community - national community --
imagined community, etc.). In addition, the focus will be placed on the changes in the political community of the nation-
state a propos modernism and postmodernism and attention will be paid to the contextualization of civil rights and
freedoms, i.e. of universalism - but in the relationship with ethnicity, sex, gender and sexuality, the result of which is post-
national and multicultural citizenship. In the end, it will end with a sociological analysis of politics, ie. the context of
intensive global communication in today's post-traditional, post-colonial era.
The final lectures will include the sociological analyzes of the ethnopolitics, i.e. the integration or accommodation debate.
