Within the Rhetoric subject, through creative lectures and practical exercises, students get to know the basic terms of
rhetoric indetail, with special reference to the so-called political rhetoric. This subject in its structure includes several
thematic units, starting from the concept, types and meaning of rhetoric as a skill of good speaking; further a historical
review of the development of ecclesiology (ancient - Old East, Hellas and Rome, medieval - Christian and modern -
revolutionary). Within the framework of general rhetoric, the basic categories are studied: speaker (power of self-
governance); auditorium; speech - structure and organization (dispositio, elocutio and actio), accusatory and defensive
tactics of presentation, then methods of refutation and cross-examination; speaker's style
(articulation, diction, modulation); verbal and non-verbal communication. Within
the special rhetoric studies the types of oratory (political/deliberative, judicial/forensic and appropriate/epideictic);
types of debate such as argumentative discussion with opposing opinions (Karl Porer, policies, parliamentary, public);
famous speakers and their speeches, as well as certain contemporary issues regarding the media. Within this subject,
students practice speaking (selected well-known historical speeches, their own prepared speeches - on a free or given
topic or, on the other hand, so-called improvised speeches - without preparation).
