This course aims to offer students an in-depth knowledge of comparative political systems and to help them develop
their analytical skills in that area.
This course will enable students to:
- To understand the type of political system in specific countries;
- To assess the specifics of political systems in specific countries;
- To be able to analyze how political systems are practiced in different countries;
- To better understand the historical evolution of political systems;
- To understand the challenges of modern political systems.

Although the comparative study of political systems begins with Aristotle's Politics and the comparative analysis of
158 constitutions and systems of Hellenic states, the discipline of Contemporary Political Systems gained academic
status in the early 20th century.
Contemporary classifications of political systems are as complex and challenging to understand as the social, economic,
geographic, and cultural environment in which these systems operate. However, it is safe to say that liberal democracy
is becoming a political reference system in the era of post-communism and globalization.
For pragmatic reasons, in the science of modern political systems, the criterion of the organization of power dominates
the study of European and North American political systems. On that basis, models of the parliamentary system (Great
Britain, Sweden, Federal Republic of Germany, Italy, Spain), presidential system (USA), and Semi-presidential system
(France) are discussed. The Swiss model of directorial, i.e., compromise democracy, is specific. The so-called "new
democracies" and, within them, the "semi-democracies" that arose from the collapse of communism have a special
place. In addition to Western polyarchies and new democracies, we also discuss contemporary East Asian and African
autocratic systems, theocratic regimes, and military regimes within the framework of Contemporary Political Systems.
Within this subject, the parliamentary system will be studied through the example of the United Kingdom. This
course's subject will be the United States political system. Semi-presidential systems will also be studied within the
course through the example of France and its current constitution from 1958.
