Objectives of the subject program (competencies): The main objective of the subject Contemporary Political Theories is
the adoption and later expansion of the most significant and relevant theoretical directions in political thought by the
students. The next goal is to develop a critical approach among students in relation to the problems that are covered by the
lectures and mandatory literature, and have an extraordinary significance for diagnosing political situations. Students are
expected to understand, adopt and later critically evaluate the basic concepts and theoretical orientations in contemporary
political theories. In particular, the locating and reflexivity of the socio-historical contextuality of the given political
thought and the derivation of comparative parallels on a transcultural basis. The next thing that is expected of the students
is the distinction of the modern from the classical political theories, as well as their overlaps and complements. Students
are also expected to be able to independently present knowledge (basic or additional) to their colleagues and to cultivate
critical and polemical thinking. Students will have to be trained to directly analyze political decisions and practices and
will have tasks to determine their theoretical and ideological basis, their ideological orientation and historical
contextuality.

Content of the subject program: Contemporary Political Theories is a compulsory subject of political studies which,
according to its content, is a chronological continuation of the subject Political Theories I, which students have already
encountered in the first year of study. Namely, the subject program of Contemporary Political Theories implies the
adoption of the most important political ideas and thoughts of the present. The subject covers a wide range of problems,
positions, criticisms, analyzes and syntheses that begin with the presentation of the basic premises of liberalism -
contained in the works and theories of early liberal thinkers and authorities from the 17th century such as Locke, Hobbes,
Mill, etc., until recent currents in contemporary political theories, related to the problems of nationalism, fundamentalism,
transitology and globalization.
