ConprknHa Ha MpeMeTHaTa Iporpama:

The course is centered on the discourse of European integration theory with the aim to provide students with critical overview
of the contemporary theoretical debate. The course will examine the classical debates about European integration, with
reference to functionalism, transactionalism neofunctionalism and intergovernmentalism. Furthermore, the course will
explore the theoretical assessment of the possibility of a federal Europe and later shift to the contemporary debates between
liberal intergovernmentalism and multi-level governance approaches, as well 'new institutionalism'. The course principally
examines two major paradigms i.e. how the development of the EU has influenced the EU integration theory debate, but also
how the developments in integration theory within the broader discipline of Political Science (International Relations and
Comparative Politics) have shaped the modern European polity and its understanding.
