This course primarily provides a basic knowledge of peace and conflict theories, their interdependence and their life cycle.
Furthermore, we refer to economic dependence by explaining the economic schools that over time have driven the
development of conflicts. The fourth part is devoted to civilization and its advantages, cultural violence and dualities that
cause speciesism, sexism, nationalism, racism, 'classism' and 'meritism'. This course addresses topics such as post-
intervention stability of civil war states, protracted ethnoterritorial conflicts and ethnic genocide, the trauma, healing, and
recovery - all through historical examples. Attention is also paid to the influence of religion, modernization, globalization
and psychology on theories of peace and conflict. At the end, we can refer to international organizations and their influence
throughout history on these theories.
11. | CoapkuHa Ha IpeAMETHATA IPOTpaMa:
This course should introduce students to the field of peace and conflict theories, which should cover several thematic
units such as: war and its prevention, peaceful resolution of disputes, conflict resolution and non-violence, human rights
and social justice, civil war as well as trauma, healing, and recovery afterwards. Also, the course elaborates on real
examples and looks at problems through the lens of globalization and psychology.
12. | Meronau Ha y4emwe:
Learning at this course is conceived as a combination of three techniques. In the first part, there are lectures to process
the thematic units. In the second part, the students present their observations and analyzes of the given problem, which is
followed by the third part - seminar discussions and analyses. Teaching and student activities include presentations,
analysis of video materials (short, long and documentary films) relevant to the scientific field and other forms of written
and oral presentation.
